Assignments. We will be going over all assignments closely in class. You are responsible for making
sure you understand the material. When you arrive at the final exam you will turn in your course packet,
which contains all of the assignments, and your work will be evaluated at that time. Packets will be
returned to you at the exam or will be available to be picked up from my office later.

Attendance Policy. Attendance in this class is critical, particularly as we only meet once a week—please
make every effort to be in class. If you must miss a class, let me know in advance. Any unexcused
absences beyond one will result in a 5% reduction in your final grade for the course. The student is
responsible for all material missed during an absence.

Zoom policies.

I encourage students to have their video on during any Zoom class meetings we may have. It is not required, but in
most cases | believe it will help you. It is much easier for us to get to know you and understand you as a student if
we can put a face with the name. It will help you to stay engaged in class, and will help make the virtual classroom
more “real” and feel like a community.

Our class sessions may be audio visually recorded for students in the class to refer back and for enrolled students
who are unable to attend live. Students who participate with their camera engaged or utilize a profile image are
agreeing to have their video or image recorded. If you are unwilling to consent to have your profile or video image
recorded, be sure to keep your camera off and do not use a profile image. Likewise, students who un-mute during
class and participate orally are agreeing to have their voices recorded.
