Rehearsal is not a place for you to practice your parts, rather than
practice as an ensemble. Please come with a pencil, and the appropriate mutes/equipment.
Please show up to the rehearsal as soon as you can in order to set up your chair and stand.
We will begin right at the top of the period with a tuning pitch from our solo cornet.
